1. Admission requirements

The requirement for admission to the Bachelor's degree programme is a higher education entrance qua-
lification. Additional requirements are English and German language skills.

The Bachelor‘s degree programme International Bachelor of Engineering takes place at the
Burghausen and Rosenheim locations. When applying, please select the preferred location for which you
would like to apply. The degree programme is not subject to any particular admission restrictions in terms
of capacity for new students (NC).

This means that every applicant will be offered a place if the general admission requirements listed below
have been met!

2. Applications
It is only possible to start studies in summer semester.

Application period:
Summer semester 1 June to 15 January (start of studies 15 March)

Please be aware that it is in your own interest to submit your application as early as possible. You
must register online on our website where you will also upload all the necessary documents for your

application.

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Documents you should upload by 15 January at the latest:

O Certificate for a university entrance qualification obtained at a German,
Austrian or Swiss educational institution written in German or English. You may
need to upload a German or English translation produced by an officially appointed transla-
tor.

O wuni-assist” preliminary review documentation if applicable

If you did not obtain your higher education entrance qualification at a German institution, you
will need a valid VPD (Vorprifungsdokumentation) from uni-assist. Uni-assist is then going
to review your documents if they match the admission requirements for German universities.
You can apply at uni-assist all year round: Register with uni-assist. Upload your higher edu-
cation entrance qualifications/school or university leaving certificates. Apply to TH Rosenheim
with your valid VPD. Your VPD is valid for 1 year.

O Proof of language skills

English language skills

The qualification requirement for the English-language degree programme is English proficiency

at level B2 of the Common European Framework of Reference (CEFR) for languages.

These can in particular be demonstrated by:

e Internet-based TOEFL with a score of 72 points or higher.
¢ TOEIC with 785 points or more
¢ |[ELTS with band 6.0 or higher
e Cambridge CEFR B2 First (FCE) with Grade C (min. 160 points) or higher
e Cambridge CEFR C1 Advanced (CAE) with Level B2 (min.160 points) or higher
e TELC Certificate English B2 or higher
e Pearson PTE Academic, 60 points or higher
® At least 6 years of school English with at least the grade ,sufficient* in the senior year,
as evidenced by a German language university entrance qualification or
an equivalent, recognized university entrance qualification from a non-German school
e Completed English-language bachelor‘s or master's degree programme
e Completed English language studies in Germany and abroad
e A grade of at least ,good* in the module ,Technical English* or a comparable
English module from the previous German-language degree.

Applicants whose native language is English or who have successfully studied (usually at least
50 ECTS credit points or comparable) for at least two semesters at a university in the United
States of America, the United Kingdom, Canada, Australia, New Zealand or Ireland are exempt
from providing proof of sufficient English language skills. In cases of doubt or if no proof is

German language skills

If you do not have a German-language university entrance qualification, you must provide
evidence of German language skills for English-taught degree programmes at level A2 or higher
according to the CEFR (Common European Framework).

Proof of the German language skills required for the course of study is considered to be:

e German language diploma DSD level 1 (level CEFR A2/B1) or higher

e Goethe Certificate A2 or higher

e TELC Certificate A2 or higher

» OSD Certificate A2 or higher

e German language test for university admission DSH 1 or higher

e Test of German as a foreign language TestDaF TDN 3 or higher

e Passed German courses at a university in Germany with a minimum of 4 ECTS credits at level
A2 or higher according to the CEFR

e Certificate of the examination to determine the suitability of foreign study applicants for the

e Admission to a course of study at a university in the Federal Republic of Germany
(assessment test)

e Completed German-language Bachelor's or Master‘s degree programme

e Completed German studies in Germany or abroad

e German at level A in the final certificate of the International Baccalaureate Diploma
Programme

Applicants whose native language is German are exempt from providing proof of sufficient
German language skills. In cases of doubt or if no proof is available, the passing of a language
test comparable to the above-mentioned proofs at the TH Rosenheim may be required. The
respective examination board decides whether the admission requirements are met.

Please send your applications in early, as experience has shown that the application procedure
